The Treasurer’s Financial Report for the month of 
December, 2012 was presented by Trustee Wasag.

FIRE Fire, Trustee Hirsch, chairman 
 
 Every year the Fire Department starts the yearly 

inspections of our condo’s by Deputy Fire Marshall  
McAuliffe.  So far al l  the condos on Kilpatrick, Wil low, Dori,  
Char, Leonard and Walter have been completed.  Deputy 
Fire Marshall  McAuliffe has also done 4 Plan Reviews 
consisting of 3 new businesses and 1 for an existing 
business (Providence Health Care).  At the start of the New 
Year we also start checking the knox boxes at our 
businesses. These knox boxes hold keys that enable us to 
make entry into the buildings without causing damage.  
These are conducted by all  personnel working shift.   So far 
we have done 10 for the year.  We have done about a 
dozen company inspections.  The company inspections are 
different from the condo inspection.  These inspections are 
done with the personnel working shift and they are looking 
for good housekeeping, no apparent hazards, means of 
egress, expired extinguishers, etc.  The Cause & Origin 
members (Fire Investigators) have been doing in depth 
investigation of the fire on Cicero Ave.  So far there is 80 
man hours put into this intensive investigation.  Also the 
investigators have been called out 9 times to help in the 
investigations of f ires in our surrounding municipalit ies 
within the various MABAS Divisions.  Engineer Nyhanna 
held a CPR class for employees at the Recreation & 
Wellness Center.  Engineer Nyhanna conducted 



maintenance on all  of our SCBA (Self Contained Breathing 
Apparatus).  Weekly training on Fire Suppression.  Al l  
controlled drugs are checked for expiration weekly.  There 
has been 1 local ordinance violation with a written ticket to 
Litt le Caesar’s for Fire Alarm Violation.  1 member certif ied 
as Haz-Mat Incident Command.  2 members certif ied as 
Paramedics (No Cost to the Vil lage).  Engine 2313 went out 
for repairs.  Al l  ambulances went to the safety lanes for 
inspections.  For the month we have responded to 116 
incidents.  5 of them were actual f ires.  We have had 58 
ambulance calls and 1 of those calls consisted of 
extricating a person from underneath the vehicle which fel l  
on him.  D/C Owen is working on the annual report for 
2012.  D/C Owen is looking to purchase with the vi l lage’s 
permission an Internet Based Program for handling the 
scheduling for our part-t ime program.  As of now the 
l iabil ity weights greatly with the department and vi l lage.  
This program would shorten the time spent on preparing 
the schedule thus making the responsibil ity l ie with the 
person not the person preparing the schedule.  To do the 
schedule it  consists of 12 – 15 hours to complete.  This 
would cut the time by 2/3 allowing time to be centered on 
policies and other important issues.  Cost would be 
approximately between $3,000.00 and $3,600.00 annually.

   Trustee Flynn reported the Biela Center seniors activit ies 
as follows: 

The Seniors have been busy with their Fitness Class that is 
held on Monday, Wednesday and Friday at 11:15 a.m.  The 
class size has increased since we have a new instructor.  
We have between 25 and 30 men and women who come to 
work out.  We continue to have lunches on Tuesdays and 
Fridays.  Today we had 95 people for lunch and bingo or a 
movie.  Many trips are planned for “2013” starting with 
a trip to the Horseshoe Casino on January 24th.   For $27. 
Per person the seniors receive motorcoach transportation, 
the buffet lunch and $10. Back to gamble.  We are also in 
the process of planning our annual Mardi Gras/Valentine 
Party Luncheon to be held on February 13th.   The cost is 
$10. And includes appetizers, a chicken lunch, paczki and 
raffle prizes.  We are expecting between 110 and 130 to 
attend. 
The Biela Center has undergone some improvements 
including replacing the carpeting on the stage with a 
laminate floor.  Public Works is also working on fixing the 
kitchen door and other minor repairs.  We have also 
received new chairs which the seniors appreciate.
