Notice is hereby given by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of Crestwood, Cook County, Illinois, that sealed proposals marked "Cal-Sag Stockpile removal” will be received for the following improvements:

Notice is hereby given that proposals will be received for the Stockpile Removal and disposal.
Said proposals will be received up to the hour of 11 a.m. on March 23, 2015, at the office of the Village Clerk, Village of Crestwood, 13840 South Cicero Avenue, Crestwood, Illinois, and will be opened in closed office and read at the office of the Village Clerk at 12 p.m., on March 23, 2015.

The proposal forms and documents will be available after 8 a.m. on March 4, 2015, at Crestwood Village Hall, 13840 South Cicero Avenue, Crestwood, Illinois.  Proposals must be submitted on the forms provided.  

All proposals offered must be accompanied by statement of qualification and proposal bond, cash, or certified check payable to the Village of Crestwood in the amount to be determined between Village and contractor as a guarantee that, if the proposal is accepted, a contract will be entered into and the performance of the contract is properly secured.

No proposal shall be withdrawn after the opening of the proposals without the consent of the President and Board of Trustees, Village of Crestwood, Illinois for a period of thirty days after the scheduled time of closing proposals.  The Village reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to waive technicalities.

All laborers and mechanics employed by Contractors or Subcontractors for construction work for this project shall be paid wages at the rates not less than those prevailing on similar construction in the locality as determined by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act, as amended (40 U.S.C. 276a-276-a-5) and shall receive overtime compensation in accordance with and subject to the provisions of the Contract Work and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 327-333), and the Contractor and Subcontractors shall comply with all regulations issued pursuant to these Acts and with other applicable Federal laws and regulations pertaining to the labor standards.  The Secretary of Labor has, with respect to the labor standards specified in this Section, the authority and functions set forth in Reorganization Plan Number 14 of 1950 (5 U.S.C. 133Z-15) and Section 2 of the Act of June 13, 1934, as amended (40 U.S.C. 276c).

The Contractor shall properly pay all debts incurred by him in the prosecution of the work, including waivers for labor and material furnished.

It is the explicit policy of the Village of Crestwood to not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, sexual orientation or sex in the performance of this project.  Please refer to attached Business Enterprise Plan.

The Contractor shall be required to furnish sufficient insurance and guarantee of indemnity to the Village of Crestwood, Illinois, and the Engineer, VantagePoint Engineering, LLC. against any and all claims which might arise for damages to persons or property due to the negligent acts of the Contractor, its employees, agents, and all Subcontractors during the construction of the said improvements until final acceptance has been approved by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of Crestwood.
