   4.  In regards to our Police Dept. and their training policy’s.  They would like  

         to institute a Probationary Policeman status;  18 months for uncertified officers, and 

         6 months for certified officers.  Their pay rate would be .25 less than the current  

         police officer rate.  Mayor and Trustees all ok. 

   5.  Trying to get a state purchase price for a new Suv Fire Dept. Command vehicle, 

         appears to be in the $25,000 - $26,000 range.  Pat from Rizza Ford is trying to  

         get us a lower price. 

   6.  Mayor had a look at the police seizure vehicle, the Dodge truck, it is in very good 

         shape and will hopefully work well for the Fire Dept. 

   7.  Further discussion in regards to overtime pay for the Police Dept. Mayor and 

         Trustees all ok with the overtime pay but will need to decide on a cap.
