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Vehicle Registration: 
Vehicle stickers are required on all vehicles in the Village of Crestwood and must be properly displayed by law on cars, trucks and motorcycles by March 1st. You should receive a preprinted vehicle sticker renewal form in the mail.  Simply read the renewal form, make any necessary changes and mail in or bring into the Village Hall to obtain your sticker. Only CASH or CHECK is accepted. Schedule of Fees is as follows:

 New residents and new vehicle purchases have a 30 day grace period in which to purchase the vehicle sticker. In addition, if you purchase a new vehicle, you must transfer your vehicle sticker immediately. The fee for the vehicle sticker transfer is $1.00. Senior citizens (65 and older) are entitled to two free stickers per family, per year, however you are required to register.

All animals must be licensed. The license cost is $3.00 and are available at the Village Clerk's office. Proof of inoculation is required at time of licensing. 
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	Maximum number of pets allowed:
single family - 3
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	All animals must be restrained by leash.
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	Owners must clean up after pets (on private or public property).
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	Dogs must not be allowed to bark as to cause a nuisance or disturbance to neighboring properties

3. Village Of Alsip, 4500 w. 123rd st; they have an electronic waste large dumpster on the north side of the building, that can be used for TV drop-off. There is NO CHARGE>
