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From Chicago to Alsip and finally to our Crestwood residents and 
businesses, there will be a water rate increase in 2014. The City of 
Chicago has advised municipal water customers that a water rate 
increase was passed in a Chicago City Council board meeting in 
November 2013.  Once again Chicago will up its charge another 15% for 
water going to Alsip, Illinois.   Crestwood has an agreement to purchase 
Lake Michigan water from Alsip.  

Chicago officials claim that the increase will be 
used to invest in its infrastructure, including 
water purification plants and water pumping 
stations. Officials also said their aim is to 
accelerate an ongoing program to replace water 
mains which have exceeded their 100 year useful 
life, including feeder mains. The goal of improvements is 
to provide a more robust, reliable and efficient system. 

This latest increase means that over the past 4 years, Chicago has raised 
the price for its water over 50%.  Since Crestwood purchases its water 
from the Village of Alsip, the village was also 

Water Rates Feel 
The Domino Effect  

MAYOR LOU'S UPDATE 
on the Crestwood TIF
I want to give you a current update on the status 
of the 135th & Cicero tax increment financing 
district (TIF).  This TIF was set up in 2002 and, 
by statute, must be completed by 2024.  In 2004 
the Village issued $34,740,000 in bonds to 
finance the project.  At the time, the Village had 
an eligibility study done which projected that the 
sales tax and real estate taxes in the TIF would be 
sufficient to repay the bonds.  That projection was 
made prior to the downturn in the economy and 
to date, those projections have not been met.  

Currently, bonds are to be repaid at the rate of 
$1,690,000 per year with a final payment on 
December 1, 2023 of $15,150,000.  The budget 
for fiscal year 2014 projects a deficit for this 
fund of $674,000.00.  This means that the 
expenditures for the current year, including the 
debt repayment, exceed the revenues.  The Fund 
currently has over $5 million in cash and this will 
be used to offset the deficit.  However, this will 
not be enough to repay the debt by December 
1, 2023.  Current projections estimate that the 
Village would have to use some of its sales tax 
money outside the TIF district to repay the 
debt.  The amount of the additional sales tax 
that the Village needs to pay into the TIF Fund 
is estimated to be a maximum of $10,000,000, 
which amounts to about an additional $900,000 

per year.  This amount is just a projection and is 
dependent on a number of factors such as the 
future variable rate of interest on the bonds.

Based on the financial analysis outlined above, 
it has become necessary to request an extension 
of the TIF from the Illinois General Assembly 
for an additional twelve years.  This extension 
would help the Village in two ways.  First, the 
Village could eliminate the balloon payment 
of $15,150,000 that would become due in 
2023.  Secondly, the Village could negotiate 
a fixed interest rate and remove the financial 
uncertainties associated with the current variable 
interest rate.  This is an important factor because 
many economists are predicting a rise in the 
inflation rate, which would increase our interest 
rates under the current variable interest financing 
agreement.  

Even though the extension is for an additional 
twelve years, the Village anticipates either the 
loan would be repaid prior to the twelve year 
period or, as an alternative, the Village would be 
able to rebate some money to the other taxing 
bodies on an annual basis.  Once the debt is 
repaid, the TIF would be permanently terminated.

I am always available to any Village resident or 
business owner who has questions about the 
administration of the Village and I will be happy 
to answer any questions you may have about the 
TIF and our current effort to extend the term.

Water Rates Feel The 
Domino Effect Continued
assessed an annual increase for operational 
maintenance of $0.43 per 1,000 gallons from Alsip's 
water department.  Because of these two increases, 
Crestwood residents' first water bill of 2014 will reflect 
an increase in water rates.  

The new water rate for Crestwood users will be $5.25 
per 1,000 gallons. There will also be increases to sewer 
services to all users with the quarterly sewer charge for 
Single Family users increasing by $2.50 per quarter to 
$10.00. 

Since water leaks don’t always surface, the telltale sign to look for is ground areas that remain 
very soft and green or never dry out during periods of little or no precipitation. You may also 
notice the sound of water running in our sewers when there has been no rain to account for this 
flowage. Only Village of Crestwood personnel have access to the fire hydrants. If you see any other 
private individual or company taking water from a hydrant, please notify our police department 
immediately. We need your help to prevent a loss of unmetered water.

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Groundhog Day: FACTS 
By the time you read this, chances are we 
already have our weather prediction from 
Groundhog Day.  But here are a few facts from 
The Punxsutawney Groundhog Club’s website 
that you probably didn’t know. 
 www.groundhog.org

Yes, Punxsutawney Phil is the only true weather forecasting   
groundhog. The others are just imposters.

There has been only one Punxsutawney Phil. Punxsutawney Phil gets 
his longevity from drinking "groundhog punch" (a secret recipe).  
One sip, which is administered every summer at the Groundhog  
Picnic, gives him seven more years of life.

On February 2nd, Phil comes out of his burrow on Gobbler's Knob,  
in front of thousands of faithful followers from all over the world,  
to predict the weather for the rest of the winter.

According to legend, if Punxsutawney Phil sees his shadow, there  
will be six more weeks of winter weather. If he does not see his   
shadow, there will be an early spring.

No, Punxsutawney Phil's forecasts are not made in advance by the  
Inner Circle. After Phil emerges from his burrow on February 2nd,  
he speaks to the Groundhog Club President in Groundhogese. His  
proclamation is then translated for the world.

The celebration of Groundhog Day began with the Germans,   
Pennsylvania's earliest settlers. They brought with them the legend 
of Candlemas Day, which states "For as the sun shines on Candlemas  
Day, so far will the snow swirl in May...".The settlers found   
that groundhogs were plentiful and were the most intelligent and  
sensible animal to carry on the legend of Candlemas Day.

Punxsutawney held its first Groundhog Day in the 1800's. The first  
official trek to Gobbler's Knob was made on February 2nd, 1887. In  
 2008, it will be the 122nd prediction.

So the story goes, Punxsutawney Phil was named after King Phillip. 
Prior to being called Phil, he was called Br'er Groundhog.

Valentines … For the Birds!
During midwinter, when food is scarce for wildlife, 
why not show some love for backyard birds while 
decorating your yard for Valentine’s Day?

These cheerful decorations can be eaten by birds 
and are made with ingredients you may already have or can easily pick up at your 
local supermarket. Hang them up outside—it’s a great opportunity for bird-
watching.

What you need:

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees. 2. Cook oatmeal according to package directions (microwave 
in large bowl). Add other ingredients in bowl, stirring first with spoon; you can use your hands 
when mixture gets too stiff. 3. Sprinkle some flour on your working surface and on your hands.  
Take a tennis-ball sized handful of dough and place it on the floured surface.  Flatten the 
dough to about ½-inch thick.  Cut out as many heart shapes as you can.  You can dip the hearts 
into a dish of birdseed to coat them or press seeds into the heart to create a design.

St. Christopher 
plans $2 million 
fund drive
 One by one, they walked to the front 
of the church and placed sheets of 
paper into large baskets.

On each sheet was a number and 
their name and the pledges they made 
Wednesday night for a fundraising 
drive designed to help St. Christopher 
School in Midlothian keep its doors 
open.

Last week, the Archdiocese of 
Chicago announced plans to close 
the school and five others, including 
St. Bernadette in Evergreen Park, 
because of financial woes and low 
enrollment as part of a $10 million 
cost-cutting program.

At Wednesday’s meeting in the 
packed church, the faithful learned 
that they need to make a financial 
commitment, and a large one, to keep 
the school open.

After the audience heard from 
Principal Maureen Wilson and 
longtime parishioner Nancy 
Callaghan, finance committee 
chairman John Clavio spoke of the 
school’s ideals and long tradition and 
the devout members of the parish.

Then he dropped the bombshell 
— asking for a pledge of $1,000 
per family each year for five years. 
Nobody keeled over in shock or left 
the church. After a few moments, 
they began walking forward to the 
altar. Ideally, 400 families will commit 

to $1,000  year over five years, 
providing the school with $2 
million, enough of a cushion 
to keep it open the next eight 
years.

St. Christopher started with 60 
students in 1924. It once had 
nearly 700. It’s now just below 
the 225-student cutoff the 
archdiocese uses when it decides 
which struggling schools to 
close.

Some schools have been 
successful in reversing a 
closure decision, Sister Mary 
Paul McCaughey, school 
superintendent for the 
archdiocese, said via email. 
“There is an appeals process, 
and it is part of the ongoing 
dialogue. (But schools) must 
develop a break-even fiscal plan 
that can be accepted by the 
archdiocese.”

There was a standing ovation 
Wednesday night for two 
nuns who still teach at St. 
Christopher, but gone are 
the days where nuns worked 
practically for nothing. Salary 
and benefits account for about 
70 percent of the school’s 
operating costs, Callaghan said.

And the archdiocese has been 
helping the school by providing 
more than $1.1 million over the 
past four years to help pay the 
bills, she said. Basketball coach 
Mike Strelczyk said he pledged 
more than $1,000 a year. He has 
three children in the school, and 

his wife teaches preschool there.
“We have 217 kids in the school and 
another 198 in religious education. To 
see this school shut down and see all 
those people pull out ...” he said.
St. George School in Tinley Park is 
holding a fundraiser Thursday for St. 
Christopher. There will be a prayer 
service at St. Christopher Church at 
10 a.m. Saturday.

“The mood is hopeful,” said 
Midlothian Park District director 
Evelyn Gleason, a parishioner who 
attended the school as did her sons. 
"The community needs this school. 
Did you know the mayor, four of six 
trustees, the fire chief, police chief, 
myself and the village attorney are 
all alumni of St. Christopher? We 
produce leaders.”

KKK CO alarms should be installed in a central location outside 
each sleeping area and on every level of the home and in 
other locations where required by applicable laws, codes or 
standards.

KKK Follow the manufacturer’s instructions for placement and 
mounting height.

KKK Choose a CO alarm that has the label of a recognized testing 
laboratory.

KKK Call your local fire department’s non-emergency number to 
find out what number to call if the CO alarm sounds.

KKK Test CO alarms at least once a month; replace them according 
to the manufacturer’s instructions. 

KKK If the audible trouble signal sounds, check for low batteries. 
If the battery is low, replace it. If it still sounds, call the fire 
department.

KKK If the CO alarm sounds, immediately move to a fresh air 
location outdoors or by an open window or door.

Do not run a vehicle or other 
fueled engine or motor indoors, even if garage doors are 
open. Make sure the exhaust pipe of a running vehicle is not 
covered with snow. 

KKK During and after a snowstorm, make sure vents for the dryer, 
furnace, stove, and fireplace are clear of snow build-up.

KKK A generator should be used in a well-ventilated location 
outdoors away from windows, doors and vent openings.

Biodiesel Fuel in Crestwood  by Kris Albrecht
Physics students at Shepard High School are creating a biodiesel fuel in the Crestwood 
public works building, under the supervision of physics teacher Mr. Brian Sievers, 
who has received over 180 grants to work on similar projects in the past. Alex Covone, 
a student from Crestwood working on the project, says that “This project will help 
Crestwood gain a better public reputation and help lower emissions from all their public 
works vehicles. The biodiesel has zero carbon footprint and is as efficient as regular 
diesel” and Macryan Caballero, another student from Crestwood, says something similar, 
“It provides free diesel fuel for the community vehicles…it also gives the village a better 
image after the water incident.” The zero carbon footprint and low emissions is because 
the fuel is being created from used cooking oil, which is donated by Beggar’s Pizza, and 
is currently being refined by the students, as well as because of the 1 kilowatt solar panel 
the students added to the roof of the building.  Aubrey Quick, a junior from Crestwood, 
says that “It gives people something to be proud of.” Along with being ‘green’ and giving 
the village a better reputation, the project also has the potential to save Crestwood as 
much as $5,000 a year in fuel costs, according to Mr. Sievers. 

The project not only benefits the village, but gives the students an incredible 
opportunity. It allows the students to use knowledge that they’ve gained to build 
something that benefits one of the communities that Shepard serves. Aubrey Quick said 
that “This project really broadened my horizons, because I’m not really into science, so 
it’s really been an awesome experience” and Macryan Cabballero says that “it provides 
a hands-on experience and shows me a side of science I haven’t seen.”  The students are 
also reaching out to other communities, in particular Worth and Burbank, and school 
districts throughout the country and internationally to encourage and assist in similar 
projects. The students all have different and some similar things they believe the project 
will help them with in future.  Alex Covone said that “I believe that it will help me gain 
admission to a college because this is a college level project. It also helped me learn more 
about science and how to work well with others in a cooperative environment” and Mark 
Albrecht says that he thinks that “it will help on college applications and help me when 
I’m older with doing things around the house.” 

The students and Mr. Sievers would like to add that they appreciate the financial support 
by the board and superintendent given to them for this project.  Their support helped 
tremendously in making this project a reality.

STATE FIRE MARSHAL WARNS THE PUBLIC TO 
BEWARE OF FIRE DANGER FROM ALTERNATIVE HEAT 
SOURCES

The Office of The Illinois State Fire Marshal (OSFM) is raising awareness about 
winter fire risks, especially with the use of space heaters and fireplaces as 
alternative sources to heat homes. Nearly half of all home heating related fires 
occur between the months of December and February, according to the National 
Fire Safety Association.

“This is very dangerous time for fires and carbon monoxide poisoning. During 
this rough winter it is imperative to remind the public of the proper use of space 
heaters and other ways to stay warm,” said State Fire Marshal Larry Matkaitis. 
“Although space heaters provide heating, they could also bring major safety 
concerns if adequate safety precautions are not followed.”

In Illinois in 2012, 67 home fires were caused by alternative heaters and 67 
other fires were linked to chimneys and fireplaces. The OSFM recommends 
giving heating equipment three feet of space between the device and anything 
that can burn, including people. It is also important to make sure there is 
adequate overhead clearance for space heaters.

The OSFM also reminds residents about the risk of carbon monoxide poisoning 
caused by many furnaces, fireplaces and kerosene space heaters. It is important 
to keep all systems and fireplaces well maintained and clean. If a kerosene space 
heater is used, make sure it is vented to prevent carbon monoxide poisoning.
The Illinois Carbon Monoxide Detector Act (430 IL CS135) requires that every 
dwelling unit shall be equipped with at least one approved carbon monoxide 
alarm in an operating condition within 15 feet of every room used for sleeping 
purposes. Every structure that contains more than one dwelling unit shall 
contain at least one approved carbon monoxide alarm in operating condition 
within 15 feet of every room used for sleeping purposes. Working smoke alarms 
must be placed at a maximum of 15 feet from sleeping quarters, at least one on 
each level (including basements).

Remember the following regarding when using space heaters/fireplaces:

•	 All heaters need space. Keep anything that can burn at least three feet 
away from heating equipment, such as furniture, bedding, paper or other 
flammable items. 

•	 Have a three-foot “kid-free zone” around open fires and space heaters. Pets 
should also be kept away from them.

•	 Always use the right kind of fuel, specified by the manufacturer, for fuel-
burning space heaters.

•	 When using electric space heaters, make sure they are UL rated.

•	 Plug space heaters directly into the wall outlet, not to extension cords.

•	 If kerosene space heaters are used, look for UL rated labels. Make sure the 
heater is vented to avoid carbon monoxide problems.

•	 Turn off space heaters when you leave a room or go to bed.

•	 Wood burning fireplaces should only be used by adults.

•	 Wood burning fireplaces should always be kept clean to avoid carbon 
monoxide poisoning or smoke inhalation.

•	 Light the fireplace using a utility lighter or long match.

These are reminders, we have done this before. Be smart and fire safe.
