* Raises Thousands for Special Olympics Illinois

Officials and residents of Chicago’s southwest suburbs came together Sunday, July 20th, to play in and support a softball
o game fundraiser at Crestwood’s Standard Bank Stadium. They raised an estimated $10,000 for Special Olympics Illinois.

Mayors, Village Presidents and other elected officials from more than a dozen area municipalities took on police and fire chiefs in a seven-inning, 16-inch softball
game while Cook County judges called the game as umpires. For the second year in a row, the final score showed a blowout by the Chiefs who bested their bosses
by a score of 19-8.
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Police and fire chiefs in red and blue "Gunsmoke" shirts played mayors and elected officials in white "Big Hitters" shirts in a softball game fundraiser for Special Olympics Illinois umpired by judges on July 20th.

While this was the second year in a row that the generally younger and more physically fit Chiefs trounced the Mayors, it was all taken in good spirit by the
elected officials who set an example that epitomizes the spirit of the Special Olympians. Sporting events and contests are not just about winning or losing and
they are not solely reserved for the youngest or strongest among us to participate in. Just like the Special Olympians they support, every official brought their

best game to the field and put their hearts into every inning, wowing the crowd with some great plays and long hit balls.

The second annual “Battle in the Burbs” was supported by hundreds of people and dozens of organizations. Special Olympics athlete and ambassador Nick
Lorenz spoke before the game along with Crestwood Police Detective Sergeant Chris Soderlund. WLS radio personality Dick Biondi was on hand to introduce
players and the 86-year-old DJ even managed to take the time to climb to the top of a fully extended Crestwood Fire Department ladder truck before the game,
thrilling the crowd of more than 800 spectators.

Call JULIE at 811 Before You Dig

Planning a home improvement job? Planting a tree? Installing a fence or
deck? Wait! Here’s what you need to know first. Whether you are planning
to do it yourself or hire a professional, smart digging means calling JULIE
at 811 before each job. Homeowners often make risky assumptions about
whether they should get their utility lines marked, but every digging job
requires a call - even small projects like planting trees and shrubs. The goal
of the “call 811” initiative is to reduce the risk of striking underground
utility lines and potentially causing environmental or property damage,
costly delays or personal injury. This is a free service and calling 811 before
digging is the law.

Call JULIE at 811 at least 48 hours or two business days prior to digging.
Tell the operator where you're planning to dig and what type of work you
will be doing and your affected local utility companies will be notified about
your intent to dig. Within that 48 hours or two business days, they’ll send
a locator to mark the approximate location of your underground lines, pipes
and cables so you'll know what’s below — and be able to dig safely.

The day after another heavy rain, Shepard High School freshmen snaked
single file along the marshy forest floor in search of life. They would
learn what most never realize: that Illinois features great plant, insect,
and animal variety.

The lab, part of the Early Start science component taught by Megan
Brewczynski and Laura Schroeder, required teams to find and record
evidence of the biodiversity. They scoured the areas immediately

in front and back of school, the football field, and the woods to the
southeast of Shepard.

Brewczynski and Schroeder also planned a number of other labs and
activities that the time constraints of the regular school year do not
allow.

Students debated the Vaquita porpoise and its endangered status. Some
students were assigned to argue for the protection of the porpoise, while
others were assigned the role of fishermen who work off Baja California.

“Fishermen often catch the porpoises in their nets. The porpoises often
drown because they cannot get back up to the surface. The point of

the debate was to have students weigh the importance of biodiversity
against the importance of earning a living,” Brewczynski said.

They also played a game that allowed students to create a bird and plant
community that would survive multiple disruptions by man-made and
natural occurrences.

“This exposed the students to the idea that biodiversity can be impacted
through human and nonhuman activities and that both species number
and the number of individual organisms are important in maintaining a
stable community,” Brewczynski said.

Early Start brings incoming freshmen to Shepard for three weeks in
July. The program features components in English, math, science, and
STEM (science, technology, engineering, and math) areas.

“The kids have been great. Many of them were anxious about meeting
new people, finding their way around school and the academic demands
of high school. They become more confident every day and are clearly
comfortable here. I have heard them discus how it’s nice to get back into
a mini-routine before school starts,” Brewczynski said.

Lincoln Exhibit Opens at Tollway

Illinois tourism and tollway officials opened a new exhibit July 28th at the
Chicago Southland Lincoln Oasis in South Holland - “Abraham Lincoln: Self-
Made in America.”

The exhibit at the oasis along the Tri-State Tollway includes eight booths
that will tell residents and travelers some of the story the Abraham Lincoln
Presidential Library and Museum in Springfield presents - photos, facts and
replicas of artifacts including an ax he used to split wood and his signature
stovepipe hat.
