Dear Friends and Neighbors,

I am writing to inform you that a settlement
opportunity has resulted from negotiations
between our village attorneys and plaintiff
attorneys over alleged negligence by Village
workers and administrators in regard to water

distribution.

Under the terms of this proposed agreement,
all of the three hundred and sixty (360) lawsuits
filed against the village would be settled and
the Village freed from the uncertainty that has

plagued us for the past several years.

Under this proposed agreement, the Village would

pay a total of $12 million. The majority of this

amount could be paid from a loan for $9 million,
and the remainder from our general revenue
funds. An additional $3 million would be paid on
behalf of the Village to the Plaintiffs by one of our
insurers, Hartford Insurance Company.

Make no mistake, $12 million is a substantial
amount of money. It is however, a far cry from
the original $2 billion that was initially suggested
when these lawsuits first hit the village. While
theoretically, we could refuse to agree to this
settlement and take each and every case to trial,
to do so would cost us millions of dollars. Even if
the Village is exonerated in all of those individual

trials, as we would expect, the defense costs alone

potentially could cost more than the proposed
settlement amount. Keep in mind that we would
be faced with taking individual cases to trial, , one
at a time, for several weeks per trial. Such along,
drawn out process would cost millions in attorney
fees, take years to resolve and, most importantly,
provide no absolute guarantee that we would
prevail in each and every lawsuit. There is always
some small risk in taking any case to trial, no
matter how right you may be in your position,
especially if you are faced with the prospect of

as many as 360 such trials continuing for many

years. In addition, over the many years

in these lawsuits, it is time to put this issue to

rest and move our village forward. Itis time to
unite behind a resolution that ensures our own
prosperity as well as that of future Crestwood
residents.

[ urge every resident of Crestwood to challenge
those who may disagree with this proposed

settlement to answer two very simple questions:

1. What is their plan to deal with the current 360
lawsuits?
2. What will their plan cost our village?

I and your elected Trustees have all reviewed

the alternatives, spoken with the experts and
agreed unanimously that the current settlement
opportunity is the best option available to our
village. As a consequence, in the very near
future you and your family may once more be
free to awaken each day in a village filled with
promise. Your police and fire departments will
always be there to protect you. Your streets will
not only be kept free and safe from snow but
will be modernized and made more attractive.
Your parks will always be open, clean and safe
for our children. And every man, woman and
child who passes through our community will
feel the pulse of progress as our village continues
its transformation into a modern, thriving
community, embracing a future filled with promise
for all of its residents.

The area currently affected by the flooding extends roughly from 127th and 130th Streets on the north and south, and W. Playfield Dr. and Central Ave. on the east
and west, according to Presta. “It’s a big job,” he said.

Most of the work is expected to be complete about a year from now, with the final work slated to be finished in October 2019. The project, which the Village has been
working with the MWRD for the past three years to facilitate, will provide flood protection for 173 homes in the area. According to Mayor Lou Presta and Trustee
Jurka, the work will save homeowners roughly $1,500-$2,000 a year in flood insurance costs, as well as the inconvenience of coping with flooding in their homes.

Crestwood Police Department Helps Cover
Chicago Ridge to Honor Fallen Officer

On September 13th, 2015, the Chicago Ridge Police
Department and the Smith family suffered a tragic
loss. Officer Steve Smith was involved in a traffic
crash that claimed his young life. This accident
was a significant loss for our brothers and sisters
in Chicago Ridge. Chicago Ridge Police Chief Rob
Pyznarski requested Chief Weigand to patrol the
streets of Chicago Ridge and answer calls for the
Chicago Ridge Police so that all members of the
Department could attend the funeral for Officer
Steve Smith and pay their final respects to their
brother. With the support of Mayor Presta and the
Village Trustees, Chief Weigand didn’t hesitate to
tell Chief Pyznarski that it would be an honor for
the Crestwood Police Department to cover their
backs in their time of need.

On Sept. 19th, at 0700 hours, Chief Weigand and
seven Crestwood Police officers suited up, packed
their squad cars with equipment and stuffed
animals and headed to the Chicago Ridge Police
Department to assume their patrol duties. They
were met by a very grateful and grieving group

of police officers who were dressed in their best
uniforms, ready to stand tall for Steve and give him
the farewell that he deserved for his commitment to
the safety and well being of all of the residents and

visitors that he swore to protect.

One Crestwood Police Officer, along with Chicago
Ridge Officers headed to the funeral as the
remaining Crestwood officers hit the streets of
Chicago Ridge. While patrolling and answering

calls, the officers had an additional mission. It was

a simple one — in each officer’s squad car were
about 20 stuffed animals with a message attached.
The message was rolled up and attached to each
stuffed animal with a rubber band, and simply said,
“Remember Police Officer Steve Smith.” They had
the Crestwood Police Patch next to the Memory Star
created for Steve. Weigand and the other officers
just wanted to make sure, as hundreds of people
watched the funeral procession wind through the
streets of Chicago Ridge, that they knew a police
officer was there. They wanted mourners to know
that they weren’t grieving alone and that hundreds
of people from many villages around them were also
grieving with them. The animals were a big hit with
the children and left smiles all over that village, on a

day that needed as many smiles as could be found.

Record Enrollment, Robust Results for Early Start

Parents in District 218 this summer elected to enroll their children in Early
Start, a three-week primer for high school, in record numbers. Test results once

again have made that decision prudent.

To measure the effects of Early Start, the district administers pre- and post-
tests in English, science and math. Freshmen posted impressive gains across all

subjects in both honors and regular sections of Early Start.

Highlights include a 45-percent improvement by Shepard High School
freshmen and 39-percent improvement by Richards High School freshmen in
honors science. Eisenhower High School freshmen posted the biggest gains on
the honors English test at 12 percent.

Math highlights included growth from all three in honors sections: Shepard at
17 percent, Richards at 16 percent, and Eisenhower at 13 percent.

Students attend Early Start, which features interactive, fun, and engaging
lessons and activities that teachers often cannot squeeze into regular school
days, for three weeks from 8am to 1pm. Teachers think they know why the
program succeeds.

Teachers design Early Start in a way to make coming to school in the summer
an enjoyable experience.

“Freshmen loved it. Absences are very low due to the amount of fun and
community building at Early Start. Students who participate in Early Start are
more confident on day one,” said Cynthia Tebo, an English Language Learner
teacher at Shepard.

“The science portion is very interactive and fun, so students enjoy the time they
spend with us. I think that is definitely a big reason they improve dramatically,”
said Tarek Cattan, who teaches at Richards.

Shepard teacher Jen Glaz, for example, led lessons on writing computer code
using a program developed by researchers at the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology (MIT).

“The coding that the students learned gave them the ability to see the outcome
of their efforts, good and bad, immediately. As a group, we would de-bug
programs that were not running correctly and the students learned what it was
like to work in the industry,” she said.

Aside from academic preparation, Early Start helps dispel much of the tension
that many freshmen feel about starting high school.

“Early Start is a great opportunity that enables students to get to know
teachers, peers and their school prior to starting freshman year. This alleviates
a lot of anxiety and stress prior to the beginning of the year. Students can walk
in the first day confident and excited to begin school and see their peers,” said
Carrie Alvarado, a science teacher at Shepard.

“I think all parents should encourage their students to attend because I feel as
if we are mentoring their children and giving them a head start,” said Sarina
Kledzik, a Shepard graduate who teaches at Eisenhower. “Every parent wants to
provide their children with the best of everything and Early Start is a program
that fulfills that need.”

Shepard Students
Create Solar-Powered
Biodiesel System

Got sun? Let’s make solar biodiesel.

Students at Alan B Shepard High School have built,
operate and maintain a solar-powered biodiesel
system at the Crestwood Public Works (CPW)
Facility. Shepard High School and Crestwood Public
Works have worked hand in hand to make this
project a success. The Public Works employees,
with the mayor’s full support, have taken care

of the little things to make this project a go, but
the person who orchestrates this green venture is

longtime resident Brian Sievers.

The solar-powered biodiesel project is an exciting,
enriching, hands-on activity for students, and it
helps students to become more “green”-focused, to
improve their image in the greater community, and
to provide Crestwood with eco-friendly biodiesel.

Students built the biodiesel system using an electric
hot water heater, various vessels, and an array

of piping, pumps and valves. One of the unique
features of this project is that students use no water
to “wash” the biodiesel they make, thus making it
an eco-friendly process. Students use air bubblers
and a dry-wash method, using polymer resins,

to remove glycerin from the fuel they produce. A
large number of small biodiesel operations use
water to “wash” their biodiesel to remove glycerin;
however, this is not a water-friendly method. Thus,
the method they employ is safe to the water-shed.
To date, students have produced 760 gallons of
biodiesel, all which has been put into and used by
CPW diesel vehicles. Not only has Crestwood helped
the project by providing space and their assistance
to the project, but the students have formed
partnerships with Beggars Pizza and Producers
Chemical to supply them with used cooking oil and
chemicals to make biodiesel.

Students make 20-gallon batches of biodiesel
using waste cooking oil, all using solar power.

The Village allowed them to install a 1kW solar-
panel array (four panels) on the roof of the public
works building. In doing so, the students use solar
power to operate the biodiesel system. This project
has helped Crestwood financially, socially and

environmentally. From a social standpoint, allowing
high-school students to produce eco-friendly fuel
at their facility using solar power is a win-win for
everyone: Crestwood receives the fuel from us at
no cost. Biodiesel is inexpensive, lowers emissions,
and using waste cooking oil reduces landfill waste.
Lastly, students convert used cooking oil, donated
from Beggars Pizza, into eco-friendly biodiesel. The
waste oil would otherwise go to a landfill; however,
the students convert it into free fuel for Crestwood.
The students are making fuel from something that

would otherwise be thrown away.

A side benefit of this project is that it allows the
glycerin, a byproduct of the conversion process,
to be made into soap. When a gallon of waste oil
is reacted, about 70 percent of the oil is converted
into biodiesel fuel. Nearly all the remaining 30
percent of converted oil is glycerin. Nearly all the
glycerin we make is converted into liquid hand
soap. Currently, two teachers at Shepard HS take
the glycerin and convert it into soap. The soap is
used at the high school and sold at the Shepard
craft fair. In doing so, the students utilize almost
every ounce of waste oil by converting into
biodiesel or liquid hand soap.

The Copper Still Crestwood: Where Perfect Drinks and Great Food Meet

How the businesses started

The Mid-Oak Distillery opened in June of 2012

as one of a handful of micro-distilleries in

Illinois. Customers both local and from miles

away swarmed the tasting room for samples or to
purchase bottles of CD Vodka. The tasting room
offered a unique vodka tasting experience along
with martini making classes. Demand quickly grew
for both services. Simultaneously, wholesale efforts
of Mid-Oak Distillery’s CD Vodka expanded to

multiple states, causing the need for expansion.

In August of 2013, the business was expanded
and the tasting room was converted into a full

CD Vodka Lounge. By late summer 2014, the CD
Vodka Lounge was consistently packed with locals
seeking hand crafted CD Vodka cocktails, private
parties and special events. With limited space
and capabilities, food for each event was catered
from local restaurants. Customers repeatedly
questioned: “When are you going to serve your
own food?"

The move to Crestwood

By July of 2014, manufacturing had increased

to the point that the distillery needed to be
moved into a conventional warehouse. A suitable
production facility was located on the Midlothian
Turnpike in Crestwood. By January of 2015, the
Distillery’s manufacturing operations would be
moved and the lounge would remain in Midlothian.
The new lounge and eatery would be appropriately
named The Copper Still, depicting the main piece
of distillation equipment used to make spirits.

In November of 2014, uncontrollable
circumstances forced the newly created Copper
Still to move suddenly. The business had
thousands of online sales for martini-making
classes and tastings waiting to be redeemed by
eager customers. Calling these customers and
telling them that they would have to wait to
redeem their services and products was not an
option. In addition to the pre-paid customers, a
loyal following of the CD Vodka Lounge had been
established. Closing the doors, even temporarily,
would likely be detrimental to future business.
With the Midlothian lease ending December 31st

of 2014, the business was in a serious time pinch.

A suitable location in Crestwood was quickly
located. A building that had previously housed a
bank then a Filipino restaurant may have seemed
like an unlikely location for an upscale lounge

and eatery, but the business’s management was
determined to make it work. The owners of the
property were easy to work with and the Village of
Crestwood welcomed the new business with open

arms.

Against all odds, the new Copper Still had a home
at 14301 S. Cicero Avenue, but it needed to be
converted in fewer than 40 days. The task of
turning the building around in such a short period
of time was daunting. Local tradesmen were in the

building nearly around the clock.

All of the hard work paid off and the building was
“stripped” and rebuilt by the end of December. The
bar boasts a stacked stone front with a custom-
made hardwood countertop, both crafted by local
professionals. Custom barstools with the Copper
Still logo engraved into their backs surround

the bar. A trendy, industrial painted ceiling look
was exposed and the building’s interior was the
recipient of a new painting from top to bottom.
The kitchen was also completely renovated. Due to
such tight time constraints, more than $15,000 in
labor alone was expended by the Copper Still the
week prior to Christmas, infusing local craftsmen
with a little extra holiday money. At the end of
December, the Copper Still Crestwood was gingerly

opened at about 80 percent operational capacity.

Full capacity was achieved the following month.

What to expect

The dining menu boasts “skewered options,”
featuring full meals such as hand-battered coconut
shrimp, tenderloin and chicken served on bamboo
skewers and presented on a martini glass. Rice and
homemade dipping sauces such as sweet-and-spicy
Asian, pesto, or peanut sauce are included with

each selection.

On the traditional side, hand-formed hamburgers
are offered with the “toppings” folded into the
ground beef before grilling, along with steak and
chicken sandwiches. Unique appetizers include
mashed potato sticks, prosciutto-wrapped melon
balls and bruschetta served in a martini glass. A
signature CD Vodka BBQ sauce is available with
any appropriate food order. Quickly becoming

a favorite are the deep-fried ham and cheese
sandwich strips, served in a martini glass of course,
with a choice of dipping sauces. Summertime menu
additions include Asian lettuce wraps and seared
Ahi tuna steaks.

The cocktail menu focuses on deliciously crafted
CD Vodka and Torta Bianca cocktails, which remain
the favorites of many customers. Martinis start
from $6.75 and beyond traditional dirty or dry
martinis, range in flavor from dessert martinis
such as the Tiramisu or the Salted Caramel Apple
to exotic martinis like the Tai Boogie or the
Chocolate Hananero. A full wine menu is available
with a full-service bar, including high-end spirits
such as 12-year aged scotch and craft whiskeys, or

gin and craft or traditional bottled-beer selections.

The Copper Still has recently added a covered patio
to the rear of the building, known as the Vodka
Garden. The space features several large, pub-
height community tables, a small bar, and is lit by
bistro-style bulbs hung from the ceiling. The Vodka

Garden saw its grand opening earlier this summer.

The Copper Still offers an upscale environment for
customers both local and from afar to enjoy fine
drinks and food in a reasonable price range. The
business is often packed with curious locals and
longtime regulars. By creating a comfortable space
with unparalleled value, management is looking

forward to this trend continuing.

Crestwood Remembers Chester “Chet” Stranczek

On Saturday, Sept. 5th, 2015, former Crestwood mayor
Chester “Chet” Stranczek passed away. Stranczek began as a
Village trustee in 1957, and ended up serving as mayor of the
Village from 1969 until he stepped down in 2007. In that time,
Crestwood went from being a quiet, residential enclave to the
more prosperous suburb it is today.

It was Stranczek who ushered in developments like the

Rivercrest Shopping Center, the Recreation and Wellness

Center, and Biela Center — all enterprises that serve the community, provide needed

jobs and help to keep the Village’s tax rate in check. “When he took over, there was

nothing in Crestwood,” Mayor Lou Presta told the Chicago Tribune, referring to the

limited tax base that he had to work with. “He brought it from a nothing town to where

it’s at today.”

Some of Stranczek’s continuing popularity with residents derived from the rebates

that he arranged to issue to residents from the Village’s share of their property tax
bills, starting in the early 1990s. “He had wanted a 100 percent rebate, but it got to 76

percent,” Presta recalled.

Other initiatives successfully pursued by Stranczek included bringing baseball to

Crestwood — a passion of his since his days as pitcher in the minor leagues — with the
arrival of the Cook County Cheetahs in 1999, who later would become the Windy City
Thunderbolts, and who still liven up Village life in Standard Bank Stadium every spring

and summer.

A Korean War vet, Stranczek returned from his tour of duty and, after being sidelined

by a knee injury that ended his baseball career, entered the trucking business. In 1966,

he established Cresco Lines, based in Harvey, Ill., and began hauling freight across the

country, eventually growing the business to become a leader in the steel industry.

Stranczek is survived by his wife, Diane, sons Michael and Robert, and grandchildren

Ashley, Michael, Mark, Kathryn and Steven.
